i. Joint venture/Consortia, is not permissible. ii. Experience in construction of similar nature of works. iii. The Tenderer should have achieved in at least
two financial years, a minimum financial turnover of not less than two times the estimated cost of the work in the last five years period. Certificate to the
effect shall be furnished duly certified by Charted Accountant. iv. The Tenderer should have satisfactorily completed as a prime contractor at least one
similar work to an extent of 80% of the cost of the work in the last five years period. v. The assessed available Tender capacity shall not be less than the
amount put to Tender. vi. EMD shall be in favor of The Commissioner, MCC, Mysore and may be in the form of Banker’s cheque/Demand
Draft/Pay Order in favour The Commissioner, MCC, Mysore payable at Mysore or specified small savings instruments pledged to The Commissioner,
MCC, Mysore. Instruments having fixed validity issued as EMD for the tender shall be valid for 45 days beyond the validity of the tender. Conditional

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Scope of work

Mysore City Corporation intends to develop the Karanji lake Bund road as a community park in order to
have a spectacular view of the karanji lake, with entrance archway’s, pedestrian walkways, viewing decks,
pedestals with sculptures, landscaped areas, water fountains, park furniture, children play area, etc. in order

to enhance the image of Mysore and its character.

The development is intended to have the best engineering practices in terms of execution of Retaining
walls, pitching, viewing decks in the lake, to ensure minimal site disturbance and ecology given the context
that the Bund road is between the Zoo and the karanji lake. The total length of the road to be developed is
approximately 0.4 kms and will involve a total cost of approximately Three Crore and twenty five Ilakhs

Indian Rupees.

The tenderer should be able to provide appropriate mechanical and electrical equipment for the
construction and erection as well as operation and maintenance of the facilities as specified. The project is
thus expected to be a benchmark for projects of the future in Mysore and is intended to be of international

standards.
