3. After evaluating the Proposals, the Proposal submitted by the Consultant has been
accepted and Letter of Acceptance No. dated has been
issued.

4. The Consultant covenants to complete the services set forth in the Terms of Reference

of the Request for Proposal Document) (hereinafter referred to as “the Services”) and
to perform, fulfil, comply with and observe all and singular provisions, conditions
and requirements of this Agreement.

5. In consideration thereof, MCC will pay to the Consultant Rs. (Rupees ---
only) (hereinafter referred to as “the Fee”) and more particularly
described in Clause 2 and will perform, fulfil, comply with and observe all singular
provisions, conditions and requirements to the Agreement.




NOW, THEREFORE, in view of the foregoing and in consideration of the mutual covenants
and agreements hereinafter set forth, the Parties agree as follows:

1. RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE PARTIES
Nothing contained herein shall be construed as establishing a relation of employer
and employee or agent as between MCC and the Consultant. The Consultant, subject

to this Agreement, has complete charge of personnel performing the Services and shall
be fully responsible for the Services performed by it or on its behalf hereunder.

TERM AND TERMINATION OF THE AGREEMENT

d. use all reasonable efforts to inform itself of MCC’s requirements for the
Deliverables for which purpose the Consultant shall consult MCC
throughout the performance of the Services;

e. submit three copies each of inception report, interim report and draft
detailed project report and five copies of the detailed project report to
MCC upon approval from MCC.

CONFIDENTIALITY AND PUBLICITY

a. All plans, drawings, specifications, designs, reports and other documents
prepared by the Consultant in performing the Services shall become and




remain the property and copyright of MCC after payment therefore, and
the Consultant shall, not later than upon termination or expiration of this
Agreement, deliver all of the foregoing to MCC.

b. The Consultant shall treat the details of the output of the assignment and
the Services as confidential and for the Consultant's own information only
and shall not publish or disclose the details of the output, deliverables /
milestones submitted to MCC or the Services in any professional or
technical journal or paper or elsewhere in any manner whatsoever without
the previous consent in writing of MCC.

7. OTHER CONDITIONS
a. MCC shall provide to the Consultant documents / information / reports as
may be required by the Consultant to enable it to provide the services to
MCC. MCC undertakes and agrees to furnish to the Consultant from time
to time such other documents / reports / information in its possession and /
or knowledge as it may consider relevant to perform the Services, as and
when such information is received by / available with the MCC.

b. The Consultant agrees to carry out the Services enumerated herein and shall
exercise due diligence, skill, prudence and foresight in compliance with the
undertakings and obligations under this Agreement which would
reasonably and ordinarily be expected from a skilled and experienced
person engaged in the monitoring of a project of the type similar to that of
the Project.

(@) The Consultant undertakes and agrees to keep the documents /
information received by it from MCC for performing the services secret
and strictly confidential except in the following cases where the

This obligation of confidentiality will extend upto a period of one (1) year
after expiry or termination of this Agreement.

c. All intellectual property conceived, originated, devised, developed or
created by the Consultant, its agents, specifically for the purpose of
rendering the Services, shall vest with MCC unless otherwise agreed,
between MCC and the Consultant. MCC as sole beneficial owner shall be
entitled to use such intellectual property for the purpose of the Project.

d. Unless otherwise agreed, MCC shall have the copyright on all the reports,
documents, maps etc., authored, prepared or generated during the course
of the Services to be provided by the Consultant.

CONSULTANT’S REPRESENTATIVES

The Consultant shall appoint a representative, and agree that the person
appointed shall have authority to act on behalf of the Consultant for all
purposes in connection with the Services and in accordance with all the
provisions under the Agreement.

COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS

The Consultant shall take due care that all its documents comply with all
relevant laws and statutory regulations and ordinances, guidelines in force
which includes all laws in force and effect as of the date hereof and which may
be promulgated or brought into force and effect hereinafter in India including
judgements, decrees, injunctions, writs of or orders of any court of record, as
may be in force and effect during the subsistence of this Agreement applicable
to the Consultant.

GOVERNING LAW AND SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES
The Agreement shall be governed by the laws of India.

10.1 Continuation with the Services

Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the Consultant shall at all times
continue to fulfill all its obligations under the Agreement and comply with all
directions given to the Consultant by MCC in accordance with the Agreement.

10.2 Procedures for Resolution

a. Save where expressly stated to the contrary in this Agreement, any
dispute, difference or controversy of whatever nature between the
Parties, howsoever arising under, out of or in relation to this
Agreement, shall in the first instance be attempted to be resolved
amicably by meetings between the Parties.

b. Any dispute, which is not amicably resolved by the Parties, shall be
finally settled by the Deputy Commissioner, Mysore District, whose
decision shall be final and binding on both the Parties.

C. Pending submission of and/or decision on a dispute, the Parties shall
continue to perform their respective obligations under this Agreement
without prejudice to a final adjustment in accordance with the decision
of the Deputy Commissioner Mysore District.

MODIFICATION

Modification of the terms and conditions of the Agreement, including any
modification of the Services, may only be made by written agreement between
the Parties.

TRANSFER OR ASSIGNMENT

No Party may assign its interests in the Agreement without the prior written
consent of the other Party. Unless specifically stated to the contrary, in any
written consent to an assighment, no assignment shall release or discharge the
assignor from any obligation under this Agreement.

VARIATIONS

MCC may, by written notice to the Consultant, direct the Consultant to vary the
scope, sequence or timing of the Services with suitable compensation for such
variation to be agreed mutually and the Consultant shall be bound to comply
with that direction.
